Directions:

From the south: Take I-26 north to 1-40 east toward Asheville, and take exit 50B (US High-
way 25 North). After exiting stay in the left lane and follow signs to Biltmore Entrance.

From the East: Take 140 west toward Asheville, exit on 50b and follow above directions.
***The turn into the estate can be a little confusing. Don’t make the left onto Vanderbilt Rd.
The estate entrance is the next left***

When you arrive at the Biltmore, follow the long entrance road to the guard at the gate.
Give your name to guard and he’ll let you through. Then follow the signs to “BEC”. The road
becomes gravel, and is shaped like a square. Travel on the gravel rd (the river will be on
your right, pass the regular horse trailer parking on your left and continue on till you see the
outdoor riding arena. We are going to be parked past the arena. Find the trailer with the
“‘ROC-ED” banner.
